The I-House has 52 student rooms (with two students to a room) that can accommodate a total of 102
residents, including not only JLC Program participants, but also international exchange students and
Senshu University students living in the dormitory as Resident Partners (RPs) or Resident Assistants
(RAs). The dormitory also has shared communal areas such as kitchens, dining space, laundry rooms,
study rooms, and a recreation room, all of which are kept clean and well maintained. The kitchen is
fully equipped with cooking utensils and appliances, and parties are often held inside the dormitory
with food from various countries around the world. All students living in the dorm have many
opportunities to enjoy meaningful cross-cultural interactions on a daily basis.
