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| @ About the Program

You will be assigned to an appropriate school and
department (or graduate school if applicable) as well as a
suitable advisory professor based on your field of study (as
indicated in your submitted application materials). Your
purpose at Senshu University is not only to study Japanese
but also to attend regular academic classes. All of Senshu
University’s regular academic classes are conducted
primarily in Japanese, so you must have a relatively high
Japanese language proficiency in order to enroll and
participate in these regular classes alongside Japanese
students studying full-time. Accordingly, you will be
required to consult with your advisory professor throughout
your studies at Senshu University to ensure you are able to
complete the required coursework.

In order to be accepted as an exchange student at Senshu
University, you must be enrolled at your university when
you apply and throughout the duration of the international
exchange program period. You must also return to your
university after the international exchange program period
concludes. Please note that extending your stay is not
permitted, nor are you allowed to take the Senshu University
entrance examination during vyour stay as an exchange
student at Senshu University.

| @ AQualifications

1. Students must be accepted by Senshu University under a
student exchange agreement.

2. Students must be nominated by their home university as
an “exchange student”.

3. Students must be enrolled in a regular course of study at
your university until the conclusion of this International
Exchange Student Program (in accordance with the
recruitment session).

* Note: This is a non-degree program.

4. Students must be highly motivated with excellent
academic records at your university. Applicants are
required to have over a 2.30 GPA at their home
university/institution.

5. Students must meet the following Japanese language
requirements in order to enroll in regular academic
courses.

[Japanese Language Requirements]

- Undergraduate students must have JLPT N3 or higher
or equivalent for undergraduate level courses.

- Graduate students must have JLPT N2 or higher or
equivalent for graduate level courses.

*If a student does not meet the following Japanese
language requirements (JLPT N2 or higher or
equivalent) before applying, they must take Japanese
language courses through the Japanese Language and
Culture (JLC) Program in parallel with regular
academic classes.

6. Depending on the applicant’s level of Japanese

language proficiency, enrollment in desired regular
academic courses may not be permitted.
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7.  Students must have a clear study plan related to one of
the fields of study available at Senshu University. In the
study plan, students must describe in detail what they
plan to study and include an outline of what they expect
to achieve through their studies in Japan. For more
details, please refer to the syllabus for regular academic
courses posted on the following website:

8. Students must have completed at least 12 years of
school education or equivalent in countries other than
Japan.

| @ Accommodation Fee

1. The monthly accommodation fee must be paid by the
end of the previous month.

2. If your initial arrival date and/or final departure
date are on days other than the first or last day of the
month, you are permitted to stay in the i-House for a
daily accommodation fee of ¥1,400 (to avoid having to
pay an entire monthly accommodation fee) plus a
“Linen Fee” (¥700). Please note that this option cannot
be applied in any other case.

3. Even if for some reason you do not stay at i-House
every night, you must still pay the accommodation
fee of ¥36,700 every month. Senshu University will
reserve a room for you during your stay (the
accommodation fee and linen fees are subject to change
without notice).
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| @ Student Visa

» Students with passports issued by Vietnam, Laos,
Cambodia, Bangladesh, Myanmar, Sri Lanka or Nepal
must also submit the following documents:

- Bank statement (indicating the student’s or financial
sponsor’s current balance)

- Proof of income for the past three years

- Certificate of employment (indicating the student’s or
financial sponsor’s current/past employment)

- Family register certificate

Please submit all of above required documents via EMS by
the deadline according to the corresponding recruitment
session (as written on the International Exchange Student
Program 2026-2027 application material) in order to receive
a COE.

Upon receiving your completed application, Senshu
University will send it to the Tokyo Immigration Bureau for
processing and issuance. It normally takes one/two months
to be issued. Once you have been issued the COE, please
proceed with obtaining a Student Visa at the Japanese
Embassy or Consulate in your country before departure.

| @ National Health Insurance after Arrival

For foreigners staying in Japan longer than 3 months, even
if they are covered by an overseas travel insurance policy
from their home country during their stay, must have
National Health Insurance ([E R f@tHEfRER). The fee ranges
from 2,000 yen to 3,000 yen per month. The procedure for
enrolling in this health insurance is conducted after arriving
in Japan. Depending on the insurance policy, 70% of
medical expenses will be covered.

Further details will be provided by the International
Academic Affairs Office after arriving in Japan.

| (@ Overseas Travel Insurance

Upon arriving in Japan, you must enroll in Gakkensai
Insurance[ Z2 A7 5 ] (i.e. “Personal Accident Insurance for
Students Pursuing Education and Research” provided by
JEES [Japan Educational Exchanges and Services]). The fee
is 11,500 yen for one year (as of September.2025).

In addition, the coverage of this insurance are only for
diseases and injuries occurred while your stay in Japan.
Insurance coverage does not include travel between the
student’s home country and Japan.
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Students are therefore required to obtain travel insurance in
their home country to cover this period and submit a copy of
the insurance certificate.

| @ Working / Part Time Job

Exchange students are NOT permitted to work or to do part
time job and participate in any activities that derive pay or
income during their stay as exchange students at Senshu
University. Therefore, please do not apply for the
“Permission to Engage in Activity other than that Permitted
under the Visa Status Previously Granted” for this program.

| @ Visitors / Visiting Family Members

Regarding accompanying family members, exchange
students are responsible for taking care of their visa, housing,
and/or other necessary arrangements. No family housing is
available at Senshu University. Senshu University will not
be responsible for any of these arrangements.
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| @® University Activities

There are many kinds of activities on and off campus that
both exchange students and Senshu students can participate
in together. Such activities include visits to elementary
school and high schools, bus-hike tours, school festivals, and
presentations about students’ home countries.

The presentations in particular are very popular among
Senshu students and exchange students alike, so we hope
you take part in introducing your home country during your
stay. We highly encourage you to participate in these
activities to make your time in Japan more cultural enriching,
as well as to make friends and have fun between studying
and classes. We may also ask for your cooperation in these
activities.

| Japanese Language Proficiency

If you
wish to submit the results of another Japanese language
proficiency test (i.e. J TEST, NAT-TEST, or BJT [Business
Japanese Proficiency Test]) in place of the JLPT, or if you
have proof of Japanese proficiency equivalent to JLPT N3
or higher, please contact us through the representative of
your home university before applying.
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@ Japanese Language & Culture (JLC)
Program

If you feel that you need to improve your Japanese language
proficiency in order to be successful in your academic
courses at Senshu University (or are advised to do so), you
may enroll in the on-campus Japanese language courses.
These courses are offered during the Spring Term, Summer
1 Term, Summer 2 Term, Fall Term, and Winter Term. Please
see the following URL for more details.

However, students at the JLPT N3 level are required to
enroll in the JLC Program concurrently with their
regular academic classes. For students at the JLPT N2
level, a meeting with their academic advisor and a
Japanese placement test will be conducted upon arrival
in_Japan. If the results indicate that their proficiency
may not be sufficient to follow their regular classes, they
will also be required to take the JL.C Program in parallel
with their regular classes.

Exchange students are exempted from tuition fees except for
some exchange agreements, so the tuition fee will be the
“International Exchange Student Special Fee”. Fees for
teaching materials and textbooks are included in the special
fee for exchange students. Fees must be paid per term.

Senshu University will inform you of the actual program
fees once they have been determined.

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| Transportation Expenses

If you are assigned to the School of Law, School of
Commerce, School of Intercultural Communication,
Graduate School of Law, Graduate School of Commerce, or
Major in Japanese Language & Literature in the Graduate
School of the Humanities, you will commute to Kanda
Campus instead of the Ikuta Campus.

* Some classes from the Graduate School of Economics are

also held at Kanda Campus.

The transportation cost from the nearest station to Ikuta
Campus (Mukogaoka-Yuen Station) to the nearest station of
Kanda Campus (Jimbocho Station) is ¥440 one way.
Exchange students are not eligible for student discounts on
commuter passes, so transportation costs will be in addition
to the living expenses mentioned below. The
school/department/major you are assigned to at Senshu
University will be determined by the university based on
your area of research, regardless of the department you
belong to at your home university.
