Much emphasis during medical and nursing training is put on the
importance of using scientific evidence correctly in clinical decision-
making. Medical ethics adopts this feature of education, but recognizes
that values, too, are a central feature of healthcare decisions. Just as the
scientific and ﬁechnical aspects of medicine need to be judged and justified
in terms of the evidence, so too must the ethical assumptions, values, and

arguments be articulated and defended.
