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Message from the University President

In Japan, graduate schools have traditionally focused on cultivating researchers and especially on training successive
generations of instructors. The graduate schools of Senshu University are no exception in this regard, having made great
efforts to develop both teaching staff and researchers, resulting in the placement of large numbers of personnel at a wide
variety of educational and research institutions. The times are changing, however, and the nature and roles of graduate
schools are changing with them.

Rather than confine themselves to traditional researcher development, today’s graduate schools are opening their doors
wide to welcome people in the working world. Graduate schools are now expected to fulfill a wide array of roles, including
cultivation of highly specialized professionals, retraining of working individuals, continuing education and acceptance of
international students who wish to acquire specialized knowledge and skills in specific fields in Japan to contribute to the
development of their home countries.

To respond to these societal expectations, the graduate schools of Senshu University are welcoming a wide range of
applicants, offering not only general entrance examinations but also entrance examinations for working adults and international
students. Through the entrance-examination system for working adults, many working individuals have earned master's
degrees and are putting their specialized knowledge to full and active use in the world of business. Through their entrance
examinations for international students, the graduate schools of Senshu University have accepted students from numerous
countries. Over 500 international students have earned master's degrees; of these, some have proceeded to doctoral
programs, acquiring doctoral degrees and pursuing teaching careers in their home countries or at universities in Japan.

The graduate schools of Senshu University have implemented a number of innovations to develop professional individuals
with advanced skills. In the 2000 academic year, the Graduate School of Economics began offering some of its courses as
night classes at Kanda Campus, a location highly convenient to public transportation. Following this move, the Graduate
School of Commerce began offering the Business Course in the 2002 academic year. In the 2020 academic year, the
Graduate School of Commerce moved to Kanda Campus, providing a learning environment well suited to the needs of
working adults. The Economic Research Course, launched by the Graduate School of Economics in the 2016 academic year,
aims to develop personnel with two skills vital in today’s world of rapidly advancing globalization and computerization: the
ability to perceive the essence of a problem from an economics perspective and the ability to conduct sophisticated analysis
based on objective data. This Graduate School has prepared a broad curriculum, to appeal to people involved in planning,
surveying and policymaking at private companies, national and local government departments and agencies, financial
institutions and think tanks, as well as to students aspiring to careers in these areas. Similarly, the Major in Psychology of the
Graduate School of the Humanities has revised its curriculum for the new national qualification of Licensed Psychologist. In
these and other ways, the graduate schools of Senshu University are offering graduate-school educational experiences
tailored to the needs of a changing society. In the 2023 academic year, the Graduate School of Humanities’ Major in
Japanese Language and Literature introduced a three-course framework. One of these courses, the Japanese Professional
Course, is offered on Kanda Campus on weekday evenings and Saturdays, targeting individuals who have already
established a track record as a Japanese-language professional and are aiming for a leadership role in the field.

As articulated in its 21st-Century Vision, one of the core values of Senshu University is the development of social
intelligence. The University is pursuing a path of becoming a “socio-intelligence university” (SiU). In preparation for its
upcoming sesquicentennial (150th anniversary), the University is mobilizing a broad array of human and physical resources
to explore how to embody the development of social intelligence. As President, | am committed to the challenge of
developing social intelligence as a solution to societal issues. Among the former, recurrent education is one of the most
important. Senshu University’s graduate schools already offer a wide variety of recurrent-education options, but we aim to
proceed further. To contribute to the formation of a society where anyone can tackle fresh challenges at any age, the
University is considering packaging recurrent education as an “SiU recurrent academy.” Another innovation is campus digital
transformation (DX). As part of the implementation of DX, Senshu University will begin rolling out the “SiU Glocal Smart
Campus” in the 2024 academic year. The University took steps in this direction in the 2023 academic year with the start of
Bring Your Own Device (BYOD), the practice of students bringing their own notebook PCs to classes on campus, and Virtual
Desktop Infrastructure (VDI), a cloud-based service.

At a time when a graduate education is viewed as more important than ever, Senshu University’s graduate schools are
committed to attracting large numbers of people advancing from undergraduate studies, working adults brushing up their
knowledge and people with a passion for research. We encourage all of these people to pursue advanced, specialized
research, to embark on careers as active professionals in a wide spectrum of fields.

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Outline of graduate schools
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Our lively, broad-minded but specialist education has

produced many capable researchers and professionals.
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Research into Social Phenomena Unfettered by Ideologies or Orthodoxy
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Article 1 of Senshu University’s Regulations states “This University, through
research into social phenomena unfettered by ideologies or orthodoxy, aims to
produce young Japanese people who have a critical attitude toward traditional
authority and power structures, possess a peaceful character with a respect
for human values, and uphold democratic principles.” Nowadays, with mature
students and overseas students also studying with us, our role is not limited
to the nurturing of “young Japanese people,” but the University’s guiding
principle remains education based on “research into social phenomena
unfettered by ideologies or orthodoxy,” and the graduate school still strives to
provide an education focused on the development of a critical mind.,

More than 50 years since the University’s present regulations were
established in 1949, Senshu University has developed into a multi-disciplinary
institution centered on the humanities and social sciences, while at the same
time steadily expanding its graduate school system. At present, the graduate
schools cover five faculties - Economics, Law, the Humanities, Business
Administration, and Commerce - and each faculty offers master’s and doctoral
programs.

The graduate schools have hitherto mostly devoted themselves to
producing researchers. Many of these have gone on to become members of
the staff of the various departments at Senshu University, engaged in teaching
and research, and yet others have taken up positions at other universities. We
are extremely proud of the large number of excellent researchers that we have
produced, and are committed to continuing this fine tradition.

Seamless System from Undergraduate Courses through High-Level Postgraduate Studies
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Senshu University’s graduate schools have instituted a series of measures
to ensure a close link between undergraduate and postgraduate studies.
One such measure is a Teaching Assistant System. Under this system,
postgraduate students participate in undergraduate courses supplementing
the guidance of the main teacher. As well as being a plus for undergraduate
education, this system provides a major fillip to the research activities
of postgraduates. In the opposite direction, the Graduate Schools of
Economics, Law, Business Administration, and Commerce allow fourth-year
undergraduates to gain credits for courses taken at these schools, enabling
them to obtain a master degree one year after entering graduate school.

In addition to these arrangements, the Graduate School of Economics,
English major in the Graduate School of the Humanities, Graduate School
of Business Administration, and Graduate School of Commerce make their
graduate-level courses available to fourth-year undergraduates, while all the
graduate schools allow people who are not regular postgraduate students to
attend classes, including students who study a limited number of subjects,
regular and special students who take courses without receiving credits,
scholarship students, and research students. The graduate schools of
Senshu University are gaining increased attention from those interested in
postgraduate education, and we look forward to welcoming them.
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Graduate Schools that Study the Problems of the Real World from a Global Standpoint
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In addition to upholding their record of nurturing superior researchers, the
graduate schools of Senshu University have over the past few years been working
hard to respond to the varied demands placed on graduate schools by society.
To respond to calls to produce highly-skilled professionals, we have established
a system of extensive guidance which caters to the needs of those hoping to take
the bar examination, aiming to become licensed tax accountants, the new national
certification of Licensed Psychologist, certified public accountants or clinical
psychologists, and those wishing to acquire certificates to become advanced
class teachers at junior and senior high schools.

Another important role for graduate schools is serving the lifelong educational
needs of those who have already entered the workforce. An increasing number
of people with university degrees, both among those who are retired and
those currently working, wish to enter graduate schools and use their practical
experience to further their academic education. The graduate schools of Senshu
University have established mature student entrance examinations in each of their
faculties that respond to the needs of such people.

Moreover, in today’s era of globalization, no institution can afford to ignore
overseas students. Each faculty has special entrance examinations for overseas
students in its master’s and doctoral programs, and we are host to a large number
of overseas students. With an increasing number of Japanese students wishing
to study abroad, the graduate schools currently have exchange agreements with
35 universities and organizations in 19 countries and regions (the United States,
Canada, South Korea, China, Taiwan, the U.K., Ireland, Australia, New Zealand,
Mongolia, Germany, France, Vietnam, Mexico, Spain, Laos, Cambodia, and
Thailand) covering the mutual exchange of teaching staff and students, and they
work hard to meet requests for exchange.

In order to maximize educational benefits, each graduate school recognizes
courses taken in other schools within our University, and we also promote a credit
transfer system with many graduate schools of other universities. We currently
have exchange agreements with 8 graduate schools for the Graduate School
of Economics, 4 for the Business Administration and Commerce Schools, 10
for history majors, 5 for Geography majors, and 22 for sociology majors in the
Graduate School of the Humanities. In addition, all our graduate schools have
credit transfer agreements with 30 other institutes of higher education in Kanagawa
Prefecture. From the current academic year, started in April 2003, the graduate
schools of Senshu University are taking part in a credit transfer system with 9
graduate schools located in the nation’s capital under an agreement signed with
the Tokyo Consortium of Graduate Schools.

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Since the opening almost 70 years ago, the Graduate School of Economics has been an institution
with proud traditions. Many of our students apply the economic perspectives and research skills they
acquire here in active roles in society. Yet the Graduate School does more than provide traditional
training of researchers. In addition to general students, we accept numerous working adults, training
advanced professionals who aim to play leading roles in society and supporting those wishing to update
their educations in specialized fields.

The Graduate School’s students have a wide range of concerns and career aspirations. We serve
those needs with an extensive roster of elective courses and curricula, supported by a diverse faculty
and a firm commitment to small-class education. The Graduate School also partners with other graduate
schools to devise optimal academic plans for the acquisition of graduate (master’'s and doctoral)
degrees. To obtain their degrees, students are required to submit academic theses (master’s or doctoral
theses); our thesis advisers provide thorough guidance on writing theses, through routine lectures and
thesis advice and multiple interim presentations throughout the year.

The Graduate School of Economics offers courses at both the Ikuta and Kanda Campuses, two at
Ikuta during the day and two at Kanda on weekday evenings (as well as daytime and evenings on
Saturdays). Subjects are designed to provide comprehensive coverage of the many fields of economics.
At lkuta, the Economy and Society Course and International Economics Course include subjects oriented
toward theoretical and historical approaches as well as subjects that investigate socioeconomic
frameworks based on field and case studies, while at Kanda the Professional Course and Economic
Research Course are replete with subjects related to corporations, government administration and
finance as well as those whose economic approaches focus on data analysis. At Kanda Campus some
subjects are taught by professors with real-world experience, and most students are working adults and
others who favor a practical approach. Students have freedom to attend lectures, irrespective of their
affiliation of courses.

There are four paths to admission to the Graduate School. In addition to the General, Back-to-School
and Foreign Student systems, the School offers the Special Program for Economics, in which graduate
studies can begin in the fourth year of undergraduate study.

In an era when economic and social issues are growing increasingly complex and multifaceted,
people who can apply specialized skills to solve problems are needed more than ever. | hope you will
knock on the door of the Graduate School of Economics and take your first step into a new and
exciting career.

Established in 1952, the Graduate School of Economics has
established a reputation for producing many outstanding academics and
researchers and highly capable professionals in the more than 70 years
since then, standing as testament to how our endeavors are bearing fruit.

The principal purpose of graduate schools has traditionally been to
train academics and researchers, and to produce the human resources
who will play the leading role in the universities and research institutes of
the future. Most graduate school students therefore used to enter graduate
school immediately after completing their undergraduate degrees. Now,
however, increasing numbers of students are going back to school after
having entered the workforce in order to develop their careers or take
more advanced qualifying examinations. Responding to this change, the
Graduate School of Economics is equipped with not only the staff but also
the facilities to cater to a wide variety of students.

Students pursue their studies in two locations. One is the easily
accessible Kanda Campus in the heart of Tokyo, making it the ideal
location for students to study after work. The classes taught here are
therefore mainly evening lecture courses, though classes are also taught
from the morning on Saturdays.

And the second is the Ikuta Campus in the center of the Ikuta greenbelt
in Kawasaki City, providing a tranquil environment surrounded by greenery.
Most of the courses taught here are weekday daytime courses for students
aiming to become researchers. However, we expect the facilities here
to become increasingly used as a place of learning by people such as
those who have reached mandatory retirement age and housewives
(househusbands) who have finished raising kids and have the time once
again to learn and study in a quiet environment.

As Japanese society ages and globalizes, the role of information
technology in our lives increases, and the focus on global environmental
problems and quality of life grows, increasing numbers of people
are expected to pursue graduate studies.In the Graduate School of
Economics, we believe that developing the courses to meet these changes
and social needs, and providing the staff and educational environment in
which to take them, are exactly what a graduate school’s mission should
be, and our faculty members are working together to achieve this.
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The Master’s Program in the Graduate School of Economics has been
taught through both daytime lectures on the Ikuta Campus and weekday
evening and Saturday lectures on the Kanda Campus, allowing students a
choice of classes on both campuses.

Four courses are available : the "Socioeconomic Course” and
"International Economics Course”, both in Ikuta campus, and the
"Professional Course” and "Economic Research Course” in Kanda
campus.

The two daytime courses on the Ikuta Campus - the Socioeconomic
Course and the International Economics Course - are designed not only
to produce university-level teaching staff and other researchers equipped
with teaching and research skills, but also to meet contemporary society’s
diversifying demands of graduate schools. They do this by offering learning
opportunities in a variety of fields of economics, including economic
theory and international economics, in order to produce highly-skilled
professionals, meet the lifelong learning needs of employed adults, and
providing advanced specialist education beyond the undergraduate level.

The Socioeconomics Course is a wide-ranging course that encompasses
everything from economic theory and statistics to public finance, finance,
economic history, and social policy.

The International Economics Course examines global economic
society, area studies, international cooperation, etc. with a particular focus
on Europe, North America, and Asia.

The two day/night courses taught on the Kanda Campus on weekday
evenings and Saturdays - the Professional Course and Economic
Reserch Course - are designed to train highly-skilled professionals. Such
professionals have to develop their abilities to detect and resolve all
kinds of problems in order to respond appropriately to rapid changes.
They therefore need to revisit the knowledge and experience that they
have developed during their careers from a wider perspective, and
master knowledge and theory systematically. This course is open to fresh
graduates as well as adults currently working in the world of business.

On the Professional Course, students can learn about business and
industry, general policy, finance, and taxation by taking subjects in areas
such as economic policy, international economics, and financial and tax
policy.

In the Economic Research Course, you can use economic theory and
econometrics to learn techniques for economic surveying and analysis of
business, industry, macroeconomic trends and policy.

Both courses incorporate lectures taught by experienced practitioners
in their fields as well as the University’s own staff, providing a combination
of theory and practice.

There are three entrance examination system; General, Back-to-School,
and Foreign Students, the last two systems being designed to ensure that
mature students and foreigners seeking to pursue graduate study are not
placed at a disadvantage when applying.

Three methods of entrance examination are employed. Type A consists
of an English proficiency test, a written examination and an oral examination.
Type B consists of written and oral examinations. Type C consists of a
written research plan and oral examination.
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The goal of the master’s program at the Graduate School of Law is to train researchers with rich creativity in regard to the law, university teaching staff possessed of
both research and teaching abilities, high level professionals with superlative specialist law knowledge and abilities, and highly intelligent human resources fully versed
in the law-based thinking that can support our knowledge-based society in so many ways. The goal of the doctoral program is to take the master’s program or the
education from professional graduate schools such as other law graduate schools as a foundation, and train university teaching staff and researchers who have high
level specialist knowledge and abilities, and who can contribute to the global society while having excellent research education that is internationally competitive.

Graduate School of Law

Our mission is to develop not only researchers but also high-level professionals in the fields of corporate
and other law as well as public administration.
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The Graduate School of Law of Senshu University boasts a 70-year history, having established its
master’s program in 1954 and its doctoral program in 1955. Currently the School’s student body consists
of graduate students aiming for research positions in law and political science, graduate students training
for highly specialized positions such as licensed tax accountant and judicial scrivener, and working
adults dispatched from private companies and government offices.

According to a 2005 report by the Central Council for Education (a deliberative body of Japan’s
Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT)), “The society of the 21st century
will be a ‘knowledge-based society,” in which new knowledge and information will grow tremendously in
importance as a platform for action in a wide range of fields, encompassing politics, the economy,
culture and society at large.” According to this view, people imbued with the wisdom to apply knowledge
and information to the development of society will carry the future on their shoulders. Graduate
education, whose purpose is to support advanced academic research, must adapt to serve the needs of
the age that is building this knowledge-based society.

To meet the needs of this remarkable era, in line with Senshu University’s Vision for the 21st century,
the Graduate School of Law aims to nurture researchers and high-level professionals capable of “the
development of social intelligence,” by which we mean people “capable of developing solutions to
society’s problems on their own initiative, through creative imagination informed by a global perspective,
possessing a deep understanding of humanity and ethical awareness, grounded in specialized
knowledge and skills as well as methods of thinking based thereon.”

In cultivating its researchers, the Graduate School of Law aims to develop research personnel who
are striving for a better society, solving legal and political issues based on the nurturing of a deep
understanding of people and a strong ethical compass. For this purpose, the Graduate School provides
a comprehensive roster of research-support systems, including a fixed-term assistant system and a
doctoral-thesis support scholarship.

To develop its students as high-level professionals, the Graduate School focuses on a number of
practical skills. Students obtain education focused on cultivation of business ethics as well as burnishing
the presentation and negotiation skills expected of specialized professionals. Those with practical
experience (working adults) learn techniques for the systematic acquisition of theoretical knowledge.

Guided by the above principles of education, over its 70-year history the Graduate School of Law has
graduated many outstanding researchers specializing in law and political science, who proceeded to
play active roles at universities and research institutes, as well as skilled professionals in corporate and
other law as well as public administration. In these ways the School has contributed greatly to society.

The Graduate School of Law opens its doors wide to everyone with a passion for research and learning.
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The Graduate School of Law established a master’'s program in 1954
and a doctoral program in 1955. The programs, in which our students
select a major, cover both main areas of jurisprudence - public law
(master’s program and doctoral program) and private law (in civil law in the
doctoral program) - and have a total quota of 98 places. In the master’s
program, the majors in legal studies were combined into one recently in
order to eliminate the restriction on students taking courses outside their
specialization. These courses provide thorough education and guidance
for students with a wide variety of interests in research into law (including
the related field of political research), and we have made great efforts to
nurture experts in a broad range of jurisprudence-related fields.

Up to now, the curriculum of the Graduate School of Law’s master’s
program has aimed principally at the development of scholars, but the
majority of our students have sought to deepen their legal knowledge with
the goal of becoming members of the legal profession (principally lawyers)
or legal administration specialists such as judicial scriveners, licensed tax
accountants, experts in corporate legal affairs, legal specialists in the civil
service, and so on. To respond to the demands of society that lie behind
this shift in our students’ objectives, we have worked to reform the School’s
curriculum.

During this time, the legal profession training system has been changed
as part of the judicial system reform, Senshu University established a Law
School in April 2004 in accordance with these reforms. Students desiring
to enter the judiciary, whether as judges, prosecutors or attorneys, must
earn a degree from a law school and complete additional coursework at
the Judiciary Training Institute after passing the new judiciary examination.
Along with other universities, Senshu University has drastically revised
the curriculum of the master’s program offered by the Graduate School of
Law. The School is now offering a master’s level Legal Studies Program,
and training of experts in positive law will in the future primarily be offered
to students who have completed coursework at the Law School before
entering and finishing the doctoral program. However, students desiring
to study law or political science, to become professional specialists such
as licensed tax accountants, to become central or local government
employees or acquire advanced teaching qualifications (specialized
certificates), or to otherwise continue with advanced academic studies, are
as welcome as ever to enter our master’s program. In the doctoral program,
students are set fundamental and specific research themes with the goal
of giving them high-level theoretical training in the law and politics across a
broad range of fields.

ASFIEIZ DU T The Entrance Examination System
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In conjunction with the formation of the Legal Studies Program, Senshu
University has decided to change the format of its entrance exam for the
master’s program as follows:

1) The entrance examination system, students must submit a research
plan and select one subject in their area of specialization to take a
written exam.

2) Non-Japanese applicants must sit a written examination covering
two subjects, including their field of specialization and one language
other than Japanese (such as English). Non-Japanese applicants
have the option of writing an essay in Japanese instead of taking the
portion of the examination that tests applicants’ comprehension of a
language other than Japanese.

3) Students enrolling after spending time in the workforce will be
required to submit a research proposal and attend an interview.

4) Senshu University undergraduate student applicants must submit a
research proposal and attend an interview.

Furthermore, students who pass the written examination under 1) to 2)

above must also attend an interview.

Applicants are advised to consult our graduate school admissions
office for other details and information on the doctoral program before
applying.

DEZEB DA F 25 LDKFEIIDUNT  Features of the Legal Studies Program
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The features of the Legal Studies Program Curriculum posed
problematic issues for graduate students interested in becoming legal
scholars. Under the previous curriculum they were categorized by their
major - either private or public law - and were not allowed to freely take
courses on subjects outside their areas of specialization. Consequently,
we have made it possible to accommodate an interdisciplinary approach,
incorporating the features of the discontinued courses. Such a move
allows for a flexible approach to course completion for graduate students,
enabling them to achieve varied learning objectives within a single major.

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The Graduate School of the Humanities is called the Graduate School of ‘Literature’ in
Japanese. But, as the name written in English correctly suggests, all branches of humanities, i.e.
human science are studied and researched at this Graduate School.

The Graduate School of the Humanities is consisted of seven major fields: Japanese Language
and Literature, English, Philosophy, History, Geography, Sociology and Psychology. Although the
unrelated fields are here arranged at first glance, the issue of ‘humans’, from which the Humanities
are originated, is common to these majors. Not only the ability of humans, works of humans,
connection between humans and humans, and relationship between humans and environment,
but also the problems and hopes which the humans and their societies would have are scholarly
approached from various points of view at the Graduate School of the Humanities.

Because there are an extremely high number of faculty members, opening classes are very
various and they response to the different interests and intentions of the graduated students. In
general, a small number of students attend the classes, therefore they can be arranged taking into
consideration the conditions of each students. The lecturers diligently provide individual coaching
in deciding on the research subject of students and writing their master’ thesis or doctor’s thesis.

The Graduate School of the Humanities may give impression to you that it is out of touch with
social life and economic activities. But, in any major or any subject, a high level of specialized
knowledge and scholarly skills which the students gain and hold at the Graduate School of the
Humanities would be fully utilized in every area of real society. Moreover, the useful qualifications
such as teacher’s license and clinical psychologist or certified psychologist (major in psychology)
can be acquired at the Graduate School of the Humanities.

Some students who finished their master’s course and have much scholarly interest go to
doctor’s course. In order to support graduate students of doctor’s course, Senshu University have
a comprehensive research support system that includes graduate school academic scholarships,
doctoral thesis support scholarships and fixed-term assistant system. Until now many students
obtained a doctorate and got a professional position, as academic researcher and the like.

The faculty members of the Graduate School of the Humanities hope to step forward together
with high motivated students and advance in their own academic activities.

NXEMHFREIDBER The purpose of Graduate School of the Humanities
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The goal of the Graduate School of the Humanities is to train researchers with creative research and development abilities who will uphold the core of research

institutions and educational institutions in a variety of fields, university teaching staff with superior research and educational capabilities, professionals outfitted with

a high level of specialized knowledge and ability, and intellectual, educated human resources who can support our knowledge-based society in a variety of ways.

HAZHAXZEEK ‘ Major in Japanese Language and Literature
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The Japanese language and literature major (currently the Department of
Japanese Literature and Culture) was inaugurated in 1971, and has produced many
graduates since then. As of 2023, lectures and seminars for this major were taught
by 20 staff members.

In the field of Japanese Language Studies, we offer Ancient Japanese, Medieval
Japanese, Early Modern Japanese, and Modern Japanese. We also perform
research on specialized areas of Japanese language education based on Japanese
language studies. In Japanese Literature Studies, we have lectures on Ancient,
Early Medieval, Medieval, Early Modern, and Modern periods, as well as unique
courses on creative writing, publishing culture, and Chinese literature to deepen
understanding of Japanese literature. After graduation from the School, a wide
range of career options are available. Some graduates of the master’'s program
begin their careers teaching in high schools, preparatory schools, as publishing
editors, or teaching at Japanese language schools at home and abroad. Graduates
of the doctoral program go on to become a university, high school, or preparatory
schoolteachers, publishing editors, writers, and more. In recent years, more and
more students have received doctoral degrees in literature after completing the
doctoral program.

At present, the Japanese language and literature major has about 30 graduate
students in the master’'s and doctoral programs together. About 50% of these are
international students. We also have the Senshu University Japanese Language and
Literature Cultural Society Research Presentation Conference, a place for graduate
students to present their research, as well as Senshu Kokubun and Bunken Ronshu,
academic journals that publish the research.

Students from all over the world study at our Department of Japanese Literature
and Culture. We hope that the highly motivated among you will join us in this course.

This major consists of three programs. The Japanese Language Study program
(Master’s and Doctoral level) is geared to people aiming for careers as educators
or researchers. The program examines the Japanese language from a variety of
perspectives. The Japanese Language Professional program (Master’s only) is
for working adults who have experience as Japanese-language professionals and
wish to conduct analysis and research from a linguistics perspective. The Japanese
Literature and Culture Program (Master’s and Doctoral level) engages in broad and
deep exploration of Japanese literature and culture from ancient times to the present
day. It is geared to people aiming for careers as educators or researchers.

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Each of the five fields within the Major in English focuses on a different aspect
of English. The area of British Literature is divided into the genres of poetry, drama,
and the novel, while the area of American Literature covers literature from the 19th to
the 21st centuries. The area of British and American Studies offers subjects in both
British and American cultural studies. The range of subjects covered within the area
of English Linguistics is broad, including Old and Middle English, linguistic theory,
and phonetics. The area of Applied Linguistics offers the subjects of communication
studies, TEFL/TESL, and teacher training.

Students of the Major in English pursue their own research interests with the goal
of producing a master’s thesis, written in either English or Japanese. Graduates who
have completed the master’s program may begin careers as school teachers, or they
may continue their studies and research in the doctoral program.

The Graduate School of the Humanities also maintains arrangements for
studying abroad at a number of foreign universities. By taking advantage of these
overseas study opportunities, students can enhance their studies and improve their
English skills.

This program is appropriate not only for students who want to become scholars
or teachers but also for current members of the teaching profession who wish to
enhance their skills or want to broaden their general English ability.
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The master’s program in philosophy is comprised of seven courses; ancient
and medieval philosophy, modern and contemporary philosophy, philosophical
methodology, practical philosophy, history of ideas in Japan, aesthetics and the
basics of humanity. In the masters and the doctoral programs, both lectures and
seminars are offered in the courses listed above with the exception of aesthetics,
which is not offered in the doctoral program. Please note that a number of courses
in modern and contemporary philosophy will be taught so as to thoroughly cover
British, German and French thought in this area. The basics of humanities class
was added for students who want to study humanities in general, in response to the
growing reach of the undergraduate courses.

Each of the various subjects offered obviously has a general direction in which
it points. However, the specific content of classes and direction will, of course, vary
depending on the professor’s area of specialization and the wishes of the students.
In short, the main determining factor is whatever is of most interest to the individuals
concerned. Regarding lecture contents, please refer to the syllabus published on the
website.

Philosophical research will generally involve one of two approaches: either a
history of philosophy-oriented approach that seeks to investigate the thought of
a specific philosopher, or an approach which consists of probing philosophical
principles or independent theorizing. The approach the class adopts will be
determined by the characteristics of the subject and the plan of the professor in
charge.

It is should be remembered that even the most systematic philosopher’s point of
departure will be based on the achievements of previous scholars. The subjects in
this major in Philosophy are extremely varied and can be approached from a variety
of directions, depending on each professor and his or her subject.
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Graduate students pursuing MA or Ph.D. degrees in history will work with
fourteen faculty members in the four major fields of teaching and research mainly
in the areas of Asian archeology, Japanese history, Asian history and European
/ American histories. We also offer additional courses taught by nine adjunct
professors whose special fields enrich our program. The features of our program
include following.

1) Special lectures on ancient, contemporary and modern history in the fields of
Japanese history, Asian history and European/American history, cultivating a
world historical perspective on the modern world as well as pre-modern history.

2) We offer such courses as “Asian History IlI"(West Asian history),"Japanese
History VI” (Japanese women'’s history), and the history of the“European and
American History IV”"(French Revolution) in order for students to engage in
themes of growing importance in the world.

3) We offer such subjects as “Asian Archeology I-II” and “East Asian Archeology
[-IlI" in order to enhance students’ understanding of the history of Japan as an
area of East Asia. In this respect, the five-year project, “Interaction in Ancient
Eastern Eurasia and Wakoku, Japan” was chosen, in 2014, as one of the
Project for Strategic Research Base Formation Support at Private Universities
by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology to
facilitate wide-ranging research on ancient Eastern Eurasia from the multiple
perspectives of archaeology, Japanese, Chinese and other Asian histories.

4) Students have access to historical sources housed in the university library:
for example, the Bernstein Collection is the world’s second largest collection
relevant to the French Revolution, and there are other collections concerning the
Spanish Civil War and African American history. With the Bernstein Collection in
particular, post-doctoral and graduate students work in collaboration with faculty
members.

5) We promote diversity among students. We participate in a credit transfer system
with nine other graduate schools in Tokyo: Aoyama Gakuin, Chuo, Sophia, Meiji,
Rikkyo, Kokugakuin, Kokushikan, Komazawa, Tokai, and Toyo Universities.
Accordingly we encourage our students to attend classes outside our campus,
and we welcome students from other universities. Our programs are also open to
those who wish to continue his/her advanced studies after many years of absence
as well as those from abroad. Finally and importantly, our academic association,
the Senshu University Historical Society, holds annual and special meetings to
enhance not only intellectual interaction but also friendship among its members,
who are faculty members, graduate and undergraduate students, and alumni.
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A specialization leading to the master’s program in geography was added in
1992 to the curriculum of the Graduate School of the Humanities. This step was
followed in 1994 by the addition of a doctoral program in geography. At present,
the teaching staff consists of 9 regular full-time members. In terms of the size of
teaching staff, this means our School joins the ranks of Japan’s leading graduate
schools that offer master’'s and doctoral courses in geography.

As class subjects for the Master's Program, classes on human geography such
as historical geography, social geography, rural geography, urban geography and
classes on physical geography such as global environment, regional environment,
and classes on geographical information, as well location theory of economic
activities and regional resource study, etc., based on dynamic regional geography
are combined in balance.

As for the Doctoral Program, while studying the above basic subjects in
more depth, there will be individual research guidance centered on the students’
doctoral theses. Up to now, 4 students have been granted a doctoral degree in
geography.

After completion, there is an overall good chance for students to obtain
an employment at national and public universities, public research institutes,
corporations that are engaged in specialized research and as teachers at junior
and senior high schools. Further, students will be able to obtain certification
as Professional GIS Specialists accredited by the Association of Japanese
Geographers. We are also very proactive about enrolling working adult students.

Since 2001, this major has had credit transfer arrangements with five graduate
schools in Tokyo (Hosei, Meiji, Komazawa, Kokushikan, and Nihon) in order to
promote broader exchanges with researchers and students in a range of fields.
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The Major in Sociology is aimed at training students to gain profound
sociological expertise and preparing them for careers in a variety of fields that
include academic institutions as well as business and public services.

(1) The Major in Sociology offers both the M.A. and the Ph.D. providing the
opportunity to acquire Masters in sociology or a doctoral degree in sociology.

(2) Apart from subjects like "globalization”, "information technology”, "population
aging”, etc. the program additionally provides various subjects within a global
perspective to comprehensively and systematically pursue modern social
structure problems. In order to accomplish this, we are providing 15 full-time
faculty members, each of them specialized in various areas in sociology,
offering “lectures” and “seminars” together with guest lecturers who also offer
versatile “specialized lectures”.

(3) The Major in Sociology puts emphasis on the pursuit of empirical knowledge
based on theoretical foundations.

(4) The Major in Sociology is accredited by Japanese Association for Social
Research to grant a certificate of the Certificate of Advanced Social Researcher.

(5)The Major in Sociology is a member of a graduate school consortium
consisting of 22 universities, which allows M.A. students to attend classes at all
participating institutions and earn credit at their home institution.

(6) The Ph. D. program has awarded 9 doctorates. Some of our doctoral students
have accepted positions in national and private universities, with others finding
work in business, education, and public services.
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The goals of the major in Psychology, since its inception in 1992, have always-been
two-fold. First, in this major we strive to prepare students in the master’s and doctoral
programs for careers in high-level research at universities and other educational institutions.
Second, the aim of the major is to ready students who have completed master’'s degree
work and are aiming to obtain qualifications in the clinical psychology area by supplying
them with a thorough understanding of the core principles and know-how necessary for a
career in the field. To achieve these goals, we bring to bear all our resources yearly to insure
top-flight instructors in each area of study, as well as the development of a challenging
curriculum. Not stopping there, we also do our best to create an overall environment in
which graduate work in the exciting field of psychology can take place.

Currently, this major is divided into four areas: experimental, social, developmental,
and clinical psychology. Each of these four areas is staffed by instructors who are not
only specialists in their respective fields, but have the necessary experience and skills to
provide high-quality instruction suited to our students’ individual interests and needs.

Since the School’s establishment, students in this major have always had access to
the latest technology in its laboratories across the experimental, social and developmental
psychology areas. In fact, as other universities struggled to catch up with the information
revolution, Senshu was already far ahead of the curve in the development of its university-
wide computer network. As a result, we have made use of the Internet resources and
have been introducing the newest technology of information processing into education.
Also, to deepen with real-world experience the skills of our students interested in clinical
psychology, since 2009 we have the new Psychological Counseling Center, which
is provided with completely new facilities such as well-equipped playrooms, activity
observation rooms and group interview rooms. With such a comprehensive clinical
program, it is no wonder that since 1997, the School has been recognized as a Level
One Designated School by Foundation of the Japanese Certification Board for Clinical
Psychologists under the graduate school designation system.Also, since fiscal 2018,
courses for certified psychologists are available.

After completing a psychology major, our graduates go on to receive further instruction
as specialized researchers at universities, acquire qualifications as a clinical psychologist
or certified psychologist, and work in a variety of fields.

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One of the distinguishing characteristics of the Graduate School of Business Administration is that, in
addition to the Business Administration Course, we also offer the Information Management Course. Today
the spread of Al and the application of Big Data are changing our lives in profound ways. At a time when
automobiles will soon be able to drive themselves, we are moving from an age in which judgment is
dependent on experience to one in which judgment is based on evidence culled from analysis of vast
quantities of data. These changes are making information management a topic of mounting importance in
the business world. At the Graduate School of Business Administration, we confront these issues head-on.
Moreover, we employ staff versed in virtually every field related to business administration. The Graduate
School of Business Administration is one of the few graduate schools with a staff of professionals
conversant in fields ranging from economics that takes a bird’s-eye view of management activities to
accounting, marketing and, of course, business administration.

In terms of research methods, we engage in qualitative as well as quantitative research. This Graduate
School is one in which students can find advisors suited to the fields they wish to study, so that they can
master research methods appropriate to their selected disciplines.

The Graduate School of Business Administration adopts a group-based guidance system. Students
receive attentive guidance not only from their guidance professors but also from assistant guidance
professors, as they tackle the challenges of solving research problems from a multifaceted perspective. As
the pace of social change accelerates, society is growing ever more complex. Today’s graduate students
are increasingly called upon to address research topics from a clear understanding of related fields and a
broad base of knowledge. To address this need, the Graduate School has switched to a system in which
teams of guidance professors and assistant guidance professors advise students on research topics and
methods. As a result, students learn not only to make use of knowledge drawn from past research but also
to cultivate logical and systematic habits of thinking to develop originality of insight.

For working adults, we offer a system of entrance examinations to both master’'s and
doctoral programs. In the past few years, an increasing number of working adults have enrolled in our
doctoral programs based on appropriate experience in the private sector. For international students
concerned about their levels of proficiency in Japanese after admission, the graduate schools of Senshu
University offer classes on composing theses in Japanese as well as services for checking students’
written Japanese.

Information Management Course

The Graduate School of Business Administration has a tradition of more
than 40 years. Its master’s program in the major in business administration
was inaugurated in 1975, followed by the doctoral program in 1977. In
1998, courses were launched in business administration and information
management, giving students who meet the respective requirements to
acquire a master’s or doctoral degree in both. The School is unique in
offering these two courses together, both within this University and among
graduate schools at other universities.

In 2001, the School was granted approval to establish a course leading
to the “Upper Secondary School Teachers’ Advanced Class Certificate in
Information Literacy,” which is taught in parallel with the existing course
leading to the same certificate in commerce. This was followed by the
launch in 2007 of a new course in “Special Studies in Tax Law,” which is
taught by lectures and seminars, thus broadening the route to qualification
as a licensed tax accountant. Since its establishment, the School has
continuously expanded and enhanced its research and education
programs in a wide variety of ways, and we will continue to strive to
integrate theory and practice to constantly meet the demands of the times.

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The main role of the School is currently considered to lie fundamentally
in the training of researchers involved in business administration. At the
same time, however, we recognize the importance of training specialist
professionals with advanced knowledge of various fields of business,
including senior company executives, certified public accountants,
licensed tax accountants, management consultants, and specialists
in advanced information processing. In line with the ideal of lifelong
education, the School has admitted considerable numbers of highly
motivated mature students seeking to acquire more advanced theoretical
and practical abilities, and this policy has proved extremely successful.
In order to open the door to students from a wider variety of professional
backgrounds, the entrance examination system was extensively revamped
from 2007, and research and educational arrangements for the training of
researchers and specialist professionals are being constantly enhanced
on both the business administration and information courses.

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The School is open to a wide variety of entrants, including overseas
students and those in the workforce, as well as students completing
undergraduate courses and wishing to pursue postgraduate studies.
Overseas students come from a variety of regions including China, Korea,
Taiwan, Malaysia, Russia, Iran, and Mongolia.

In the case of those returning to studies after some time in the
workforce, the courses are particularly popular with employees wishing to
pursue further studies while remaining in their jobs. These include those
from ordinary private businesses, those employed in the public sector, and
those in consulting companies. Overseas students, in particular, tend to be
already in employment in their home countries.

Not all students aim to acquire degrees; many seek just to complete
courses, others to do research, while others simply wish to sit in on classes.

There is also a one-year overseas student study program where
students can study at overseas institutions that have agreements with the
University (35 universities and organizations in 18 countries and regions
at present). In this respect too, the School is linked closely with the
international community.

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The Business Administration Course includes a wide range of study
areas and is designed so that students learn through an interdisciplinary
approach. The course offers education and research in a range of areas
in Business Administration, from fields with a comparatively long tradition
to newer areas developed and recognized just 10 or 20 years ago, as well
as in the more unexpected areas that represent the rich diversity of the
Business Administration field.

The teaching staff include youthful staff who are up-and-coming in their
fields of expertise, as well as highly seasoned academics with a wide range
of experience in both scholarly areas and education.

Our education methodology is also well advanced. We already offer
some subjects that include case studies, for which we call in ex-academia
specialists as required to work in conjunction with our teaching staff. Such
flexible approaches result in unique educational experiences.

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The Information Management Course was established in 1998 in an
effort to reinforce education and research in the information management
area, an urgent priority in today’s knowledge- and information-dominated
society. This course seeks to help resolve the shortage of information
management specialists in corporations and information management
teaching staff in middle and high schools, while developing teaching staff,
and research and educational assistants who will further strengthen and
enhance information management education in all departments of today’s
universities.

This course was also set up in preparation for the future establishment
of an additional specialist course in Information Management (working title)
by the Graduate School of Business Administration, which has already
broadly established information science-related courses and subjects.

The education and research environment surrounding information
management is developing rapidly, and this course will continually expand
and reinforce its research and education systems to keep abreast of
progress in information management areas.

The vital mission of this course is to provide a place for further study that
will produce specialists, academics, and researchers with a high degree
of practical know-how in high-level information management, enable those
with real-world experience to improve their abilities in response to rapid
advances in information technology, and provide constant opportunities for
lifelong learning.

The Graduate School of Commerce of Senshu University consists of majors in Commerce (an Academic
Course and a Business Course) and Accounting (an Academic Course and a Professional Course). All
Courses are offered at Kanda Campus in Chiyoda Ward, Tokyo, the very beating heart of the Japanese
business world.

The Academic Courses in the Commerce and Accounting majors are offered during the day on
weekdays, while the Business Course of the Commerce major and the Professional Course of the Accounting
major are offered on weekday evenings and on Saturdays during the day. This arrangement enables working

The Academic Courses for both Majors offer daytime lectures on a wide
range of subject areas taught, and place a firm emphasis on the training of
highly-skilled professionals as well as just academic researchers as in the past.

The Business Course is mainly designed to provide a practical business
training for mature students, and has at its core goal the development of
human resources necessary to answer development needs at the level of
specific regions and industries, as well as the world as a whole.

All academically
qualified persons must then pass Senshu University’s examination. For
details, please contact the Graduate School Administration Office.
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This system allows students who are not enrolled as regular students
to attend one or more courses as auditing students, as long as it does not
hinder the education and academic activities of regular enrolled students.
Such qualifications can be given to persons who have a bachelor’s degree
or to persons whom the Graduate School considers to have the equivalent
of master’s-level academic capabilities for a Master’s Program, and to
persons with a master’s degree or persons whom the Graduate School
considers to have the equivalent of doctor’s-level academic capabilities
for a Doctoral Program. All academically qualified persons must then
pass Senshu University’s examination. However, this system is not applied
to The Humanities, Major in Psychology.
